Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of September,
2024.

. Award and Construction of National Highways: The award figure is 1,445 km
upto September 2024-25. The Ministry has constructed 3,337 km of National
Highways for the period upto September 2024-25.

. Capital Expenditure: Ministry has incurred Capex of about Rs.1,36,716 Crore
till September,2024, which accounts for about 50.22% of Budgetary Capital
Outlay for Financial year 2024-25.

. Foundation stone for two National Highway projects in Pune, Maharashtra:

Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport & Highways laid the foundation stone for
two National Highway projects in Pune, Maharashtra. These include the four
laning of a 13 km stretch from Dive Ghat to Hadapsar on the Mohol - Alandi
section of NH-965 (Palkhi Marg Package VI) and the construction of major
bridges on the Mula-Mutha River along with service roads from Sinhagad Road
to Warje on the Pune-Satara section of NH-48. These projects aim to enhance
connectivity between Pune, Satara, and Solapur, providing a smoother journey
for devotees travelling to the sacred temple of Lord Vitthal.

. Inauguration of Oxygen Bird Park: Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport &
Highways inaugurates Oxygen Bird Park (Amrit Mahotsav Park) along the
Nagpur-Hyderabad National Highway-4428.09.2024 in Nagpur, Maharashtra.
Oxygen Bird Park (Amrit Mahotsav Park) is an eco-initiative developed by the
National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) near Jamtha, along the Nagpur-
Hyderabad National Highway Authority of India, covering a total area of 8.23
hectares, including 2.5 hectares dedicated to social forestry. The vision was to
establish a green space to provide a safe and natural habitat for wide variety
of birds species as well as recreation of citizens.

Russian-Indian___ Working  Group _on Roads and Intelligent
TransportSystems meets in _Moscow, Russia: The second meeting of the
Russian-Indian Working Group on Roads and Intelligent Transport Systems was
held in Moscow, Russia on 24™ September 2024. The meeting was chaired
jointly by Secretary, Ministry of Road Transport & Highways, Government of
India, and State Secretary & Deputy Minister of Road Transport of the Russian
Federation. Two sides discussed ways to facilitate the exchange and sharing of
the information in the areas of improving technologies and materials in road
and bridge construction and promote joint research in these fields.
Opportunities to develop mutual investments in highways and transport
infrastructure related programs/projects, was also discussed.

Award of Toll, Operate and Transfer (TOT) Bundle: NHAI has awarded Toll,
Operate and Transfer (TOT) bundle 16 of 251 km long stretch on the
Hyderabad-Nagpur corridor of NH-44 in the State of Telangana to M/s Highway
Infrastructure Trust for Rs. 6,661 crores for 20 years.

Extension of Pilot Program to provide cashless treatment to the
victims of road accidents: The Ministry of Road Transport and Highways,
along with National Health Authority (NHA), has implemented a pilot program
for providing cashless treatment to victims of road accidents in Chandigarh and
Assam. This Central Sector Scheme has been approved on 16th September,
2024 for the balance period of 15th Finance Commission Cycle i.e., a period
commencing from October, 2024 to March, 2026 with a financial implication of
Rs.407.2 Crore. Some of the features of the scheme are as under;

Victims are entitled to cashless treatment up to a maximum of Rs.1.5 lakh per
victim per accident for a maximum period of 7 days from date of accident as
per health benefits packages for trauma and polytrauma of AB PM-JAY.
Applicable to all road accidents caused by use of motor vehicle on any category
of road.

The National Health Authority (NHA) shall implement the scheme, in
coordination with police, hospitals, State Health Agency (SHA), etc; through an
IT platform combining the functionalities of existing Electronic Detailed
Accident Report (eDAR) application of MoRTH and Transaction Management
System (TMS) of NHA.

Claims raised by hospitals for providing treatment to accident victims will be
reimbursed from the appropriate accounts under Motor Vehicle Accident Fund.

Swachhta Hi Seva Campaign 2024: This campaign was launched with
administering ‘Pledge’ and planting trees under ‘Ek Ped Maa Ke Naam’ on 17t
September, 2024 by Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport and Highways at the
event, organized at Duhai interchange of the Eastern Peripheral Expressway in
Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh for all the offices/organizations under this Ministry
across the country. Hon’ble Minister of State for Corporate Affairs & Road
Transport & Highways also participated in the event. MoRTH carried out
cleanliness activities at more than 19,000 sites including Cleanliness Target
Units (CTUs).

. Land Acquisition: A total of 151 Land Acquisition Notifications were issued and

Land Acquisition compensation of approximately Rs. 762.32 crore was
processed through Bhoomi Rashi-PFMS by this Ministry.

Standing Finance Committee (SFC) Meetings: In the month of September,

2024 total 16 projects with total capital cost of Rs. 13,299 crore was
recommended by the Committee for approval.
