1. Award and Construction of National Highways : The award figure is 563
km (Provisional) during this period. The Ministry has constructed 2,534 km
(Provisional) of National Highways up to July in 2024-25.

Z: Capital Expenditure: Ministry has incurred Capex of about Rs. 92,967 Crore till
July,24, which accounts for about 68.30% of Capital Outlay under Vote on Account
provision for first five months of 2024-25 (i.e. 34.15% Capex achieved under BE 2024-
25).

3. Inauguration of 6-Lane access-controlled 7 km road project from Manohar
International Airport to Dhargal on NH-166S in Goa : Hon’ble Minister for Road
Transport and Highways dedicated to the nation a 6-Lane access-controlled 7 km road
project with elevated viaducts from Manohar International Airport to Dhargal on NH-
166S in Goa costing Rs.1183 crore. This development is expected to enhance tourism
activities and provide a boost to multi-modal connectivity, thereby reducing logistics
costs.

4, Review of National Highways Projects : Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport &
Highways reviewed the progress of ongoing National Highway projects in the States of
Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Haryana, Punjab & Himachal Pradesh in a meeting held
with the officials of MoRTH/NHAI/State Governments and other concerned
stakeholders on 15th - 16th July, 2024.

5. Proactive Steps for Effective Monsoon Management on National Highways :
National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) has taken various measures for flood
preparedness and provided emergency response on the National Highways across the
country during the monsoon season. Taking a multi-pronged approach to provide
effective solution in both hilly and plain regions, NHAI is working in close coordination
with the other executing agencies, local authorities and administration to quickly
mobilize machinery and manpower to the flood/land slide affected locations. In
addition, to ensure availability of resources for effective disaster preparedness, NHAI
is mapping the availability of key machinery for timely deployment. On National
Highways passing through urban areas, adequate pumping arrangements will be made
on sections wherever there are chances of water logging. Leveraging technology,
Advanced Traffic Management System (ATMS), along with Rajmaargyatra app shall be
used to disseminate information regarding any hindrance on the stretch to National
Highway users.




6. Land Acquisition : A total of 188 Land Acquisition Notifications were issued
and Land Acquisition compensation of approximately Rs.911.6 crore was processed
through Bhoomi Rashi-PFMS by this Ministry.

o Standing Finance Committee (SFC) Meetings : In the month of July, 2024, total 05
projects with total capital cost of Rs.5046.23 crore were recommended by the Committee for
approval.
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
