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Inauguration and Foundation Stone Laying of Projects by Hon’ble Prime Minister:
Hon’ble Prime Minister inaugurated and laid foundation stones of the following
projects of MoRTH during the month:

Bengaluru-Mysuru Expressway and Mysuru-Kushalnagar 4-lane highway: Hon’ble
Prime Minister dedicated 118 km long Bengaluru-Mysuru Expressway to the nation and
laid the foundation stone for the 92 km Mysuru-Kushalnagar 4-lane highway in Mandya,
Karnataka on 12" March, 2023. Bengaluru-Mysuru Expressway, developed at a cost of
Rs.8,480 crore, will reduce the travel time between Bengaluru and Mysuru from three
hours to about 75 minutes and is expected to spur socio-economic development in the
region. Mysore-Kushalnagar four-lane highway, to be developed at a cost of Rs. 4,130
crore, will boost connectivity between Bengaluru and Kushalnagar.

Passenger Ropeway from Varanasi Cantt. Station to Godowlia: Hon’ble Prime
Minister laid the foundation stone of the Passenger Ropeway from Varanasi Cantt.
Station to Godowlia to be developed at estimated cost of around Rs. 645 crores on 24"
March, 2023. The ropeway system will be about 4 km in length and facilitate ease of
movement for the tourists, pilgrims and residents of Varanasi.

Inauguration & Foundation Stone Laying of National Highway Projects by Union
Minister for Road Transport and Highways:

9 National Highway projects in Mahoba, Uttar Pradesh: Hon’ble Union Minister for
Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari inaugurated and laid the foundation
stones of 9 National Highway projects worth Rs 3,500 crore in Mahoba, Uttar Pradesh.
These projects include construction of Jhansi- Khajuraho road, Kabrai section on the
Madhya Pradesh-Uttar Pradesh border, road over bridge between Jhansi-Prayagraj, 4
laning of 258 km Ramvangaman road in Chitrakoot, 15 km long 4-lane bypass, 18 km
long 4-lane bypass in Mahoba, 15 km 4-lane long bypass in Artara and 4-laning of 70 km
stretch from Prayagraj to Mirzapur (NH-76E).

18 National Highway projects in Gorakhpur, Uttar Pradesh: Hon’ble Union Minister
for Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari inaugurated and laid the
foundation stones of 18 National Highway projects worth Rs 10,000 crore in Gorakhpur,
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Uttar Pradesh. These projects include 4-laning of Sonauli - Gorakhpur & Gorakhpur
Ring Road, road from Kushinagar to Lumbini and construction of Gilola bypass.

21 National Highway projects in Ranchi, Jharkhand: Hon’ble Union Minister for Road
Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari inaugurated and laid the foundation stones
of 21 National Highway projects of length 532 km worth Rs 9400 crore approx. in
Ranchi, Jharkhand. The construction of 260 km 4-lane inter-corridor from Ranchi to
Varanasi at a cost of 7000 crores will reduce the travelling time from Ranchi to
Varanasi to 5 hours.

10 National Highway projects in Jamshedpur, Jharkhand: Hon’ble Union Minister for
Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari inaugurated and laid the foundation
stones of 10 National Highway projects of length 220 km worth Rs.3843 crore at
Jamshedpur, Jharkhand. These projects include Jharkhand's first 4-lane double-decker
elevated road from Kali Mandir to Baliguma on Ranchi-Jamshedpur road at a cost of
1876 crores and Ranchi to Jamshedpur Inter Corridor.

3 National Highway projects in Raigad district, Maharashtra: Hon’ble Union Minister
for Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari inaugurated and laid the
foundation stones of 3 National Highway projects worth Rs. 414.68 crore at Palaspe
village in Raigad district, Maharashtra. These projects will boost economic dynamism
at the two ports of Jawaharlal Nehru Port Authority and Dighi, while concretization of
Panvel to Kasu highway will speed up travel and save fuel.

Post-Budget Webinar on ‘Infrastructure and Investment - Improving Logistics
Efficiency with PM Gati Shakti National Master Plan’: Hon’ble Prime Minister
addressed the post-Budget Webinar on ‘Infrastructure and Investment - Improving
Logistics Efficiency with PM Gati Shakti National Master Plan’ organized by Ministry of
Road Transport and Highways as the Lead Ministry, in association with DPIIT, Ministry of
Commerce and Industry as the Co-Lead Ministry, on 4" March, 2023 at 10.00 AM via
Video Conferencing which is a part of the 7 key priorities or ‘Saptarishis’ of the vision of
Government of India viz. Inclusive Development, Reaching the Last Mile, Infrastructure
and Investment, Unleashing the Potential, Green Growth, Youth Power and Financial
Sector.

Meeting of Hon’ble Minister (RT&H) with Ambassador of Republic of Austria to India:
Hon’ble Union Minister for Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari met the
Austrian Delegation led by Ms. Katharina Wieser, Ambassador of Republic of Austria to
India on 2" March, 2023. In the meeting, views were exchanged on the latest
technologies and innovations in the road infrastructure development and green
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technologies. Austrian companies were invited to set up their manufacturing plants in
India and collaborate in technology transfer to reduce the overall costs of ropeways and
cable cars components and equipment manufactured by them.

MoU signed between NHIDCL and CSIR-SERC, Chennai: National Highways and
Infrastructure Development Corporation Ltd. (NHIDCL), a CPSE under the MoRTH signed a
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with Structural Engineering Research Centre (CSIR-
SERC), Chennai on 23.03.2023 for sharing knowledge on innovative ideas and technologies
in the field of highway engineering.

First Meeting of India-Russia Working Group on Roads and Intelligent Transport
Systems: The 1st meeting of India-Russia Working Group on Roads and Intelligent
Transport Systems, established under the Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) signed
between Ministry of Road Transport and Highways (MoRTH) and the Ministry of Transport
of the Russian Federation, was held on 28" March 2023 in New Delhi. The deliberations
during the meeting showcased the various initiatives taken by both the countries related
to intelligent transport systems, green mobility, road safety, technology
implementation in the road transport and highways sector.

Amendments in the standard Request for Proposal (RFP) document of HAM and BOT
(Toll) mode:

Modification in the Eligibility Criteria for PPP projects-Credit Rating of Bidders "BBB
and above” - A new clause, has been added to incorporate Credit Rating of the Bidder
as 'BBB' and above in the Minimum Eligibility Criteria in the Bidding documents for PPP
Projects i.e., HAM & BOT (Toll/Annuity).

Relaxation in Eligibility Criteria of HAM and BOT (Toll) Projects: In order to maintain
consistency in all the documents under different modes i.e. HAM, EPC, BOT (Toll) etc,
the definitions of Highway Sector and Core Sector has been made similar under all the
modes if the nature of construction of highways is same. These changes will now
enable railway contractors, among others, to participate in bids under HAM and BOT
(Toll) mode.

Hybrid Electric vehicles: MoRTH has issued a draft GSR 180(E) dated 13" March 2023
to define the various categories of Hybrid Electric Vehicles in order to remove a few
anomalies in the definition of Hybrid Electric vehicles inviting comments and
suggestions from all stakeholders within a period of thirty days.
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Real Driving Emission (RDE) Regulations: There is a gap in the emission performance
when the same vehicle is tested in laboratory conditions and in real driving conditions.
To reduce this gap, Real Driving Emission (RDE) regulations were introduced in India in
line with Europe, vide GSR 889(E) dated 16th Sept 2016, making RDE measurement
mandatory during type approval and COP. The said regulations are applicable from 1st
April, 2020 for data collection and from 1st April, 2023 for meeting Conformity factor
(CF). CF defines the emission limits of the RDE regulations. The Ministry vide GSR
226(E) dated 27" March, 2023 has proposed that the CF may be applicable, in respect
of vehicles manufactured on and after 1% April, 2023 for all vehicles on real world
driving cycle emission.

Land Acquisition: A total of 261 Land Acquisition Notifications were issued and
compensation of approximately Rs. 352.64 crores were processed through Bhoomi
Rashi-PFMS by Land Acquisition Division of this Ministry.

Standing Finance Committee (SFC) Meetings: In the month of March, 2023, 99

projects of length 3197.85 KMs and total capital cost of Rs. 85,033.50 crores were
appraised by SFC and recommended for approval
