Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of May, 2022.

1.  Award and Construction of National Highways: The Ministry has constructed

1,307 Km of National Highways up to May in 2022-23 as compared to 1,470 km
constructed up to May in 2021-22. The award figure is 496 km during this month
as compared to 663 Km in May previous year.

2. Model bidding document and Model Concession Agreement: The Ministry of
Road Transport and Highways has amended the model RFP and MCA of HAM

Project to allow lowest quoted Bid Project Cost (BPC) as the basis for awarding
HAM Project and Q&M cost to be fixed as in the EPC Projects. These changes will
facilitate to bring out the bid winner immediately after opening of financial bids
in a transparent manner on the lines of EPC mode of bidding. The Ministry has
also amended the Model Concession Agreement of BOT (Toll) project permitting
the change of ownership from existing two years to one year after commercial
operation date (COD). This move will free equity/funds of construction
companies for taking up other projects.

3. Trade Certificate: The Ministry of Road Transport & Highways, vide notification

dated 05.05.2022, has proposed allowing agencies to apply for Trade Certificate
and registration marks electronically for multiple types of vehicles in a single
application on the VAHAN Portal, streamlining of fees, issue of trade certificate
and registration marks online through portal, removal of requirement for
intimation of loss or destruction of trade certificate and application for a
duplicate trade certificate and also proposed to increase the validity period of
trade certificate from one year to five years. Comments/suggestions have been
invited from stakeholders within a period of thirty days.

4. Motor Third Party Premium and liability Rules for the Financial Year (FY)

2022-23: This Ministry, in consultation with Insurance Regulatory and
Development Authority of India (IRDA), has notified Motor Vehicles (Third Party
Insurance Base Premium and Liability) Rules, 2022 on 25.05.2022 allowing 15%
discount in premium rates for Third Party Insurance Cover for Educational



Institution Buses, 50% for private car registered as vintage car, 15% for Electric
vehicles and 7.5% for Hybrid Electric Vehicles. This Notification has come into
force from 01°*" June, 2022.

5. Decline in Road Accident: Transport Research Wing of the Ministry has released

the Report on Road Accidents, 2020 according to which the number of Road
Accidents registered a significant decline in 2020 compared to 2019. The total
accidents decreased on an average by 18.46 percent, the number of persons
killed decreased by 12.84 per cent and the number of injuries decreased by
22.84 per cent over previous year’s average

6. Signing of MoU between NHAI with State Government of Uttar Pradesh,
Uttrakhand and Bihar: Celebrating the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsava (AKAM), two-

day regional conference in Lucknow was held on 5-6 May under the chairmanship
of Hon’ble MoS, RTH with stakeholders from Uttar Pradesh, Uttrakhand and
Bihar. During the conference, MoU was signed between NHAI and State Rural
Livelihood Mission, Uttar Pradesh to involve the self-help groups in taking up the
plantations along the National Highways. Another MoU was signed between NHAI
and AMMANN India Pvt. Ltd. Both entities have collaborated to create a talent
pool of highly skilled workforce, fully trained on advanced technologies in
Highway construction, rehabilitation and maintenance.

7. Inausuration of NH Projects in Maharashtra : Union Minister for Road Transport

& Highways dedicated the Nation, 20 fully prepared Amrit Sarovars in Akola,
Maharashtra, as part of Amrit Sarovar Abhiyan, with 1276 TCM water storage
capacity, on 28" May, 2022. The soil, silt and other things extracted from these
reservoirs will be used for NH work.

8  Multi Modal Logistics Park at Chennai: The SFC in its meeting held on

09.05.2022 has approved the development of a Multi Modal Logistics Park at
Chennai and its External Trunk Infrastructure Connectivity as part of the
Bharatmala Pariyojana at the total cost of Rs.1423.50 crore.

9. Standing Finance Committee (SFC) meetings: In the month of May, 2022, 3
