Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of February, 2023.

1. Award and Construction of National Highways : The Ministry has constructed 8,064
KMs of National Highways up to February in 2022-23 as compared to 8,045 KMs up to February
in 2021-22. The award figure is 7,497 KMs during this period as compared to 7,618KMs during
the same period in previous year.
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2. Inauguration of the first phase of Delhi Mumbai Expressway and foundation stone
laying of NH projects by Hon’ble Prime Minister: Hon’ble Prime Minister dedicated to
the nation 246-km Delhi-Dausa-Lalsot Section of Delhi Mumbai Expressway on 12" February,
2023. This will reduce the travel time from the National Capital to Jaipur substantially.
Tourism spots like Sariska, Keoladeo National Park, Ranthambore and Jaipur will draw huge
benefits from this Expressway. He also laid the foundation stone for 247 km of National
Highways projects to be developed at a cost of more than Rs 5,940 crore. This includes four-
lane spur road from Bandikui to Jaipur, a six-lane spur road from Kotputli to Baraodaneo and
two-lane paved shoulder of Lalsot-Karoli Section.

3. Inauguration & Foundation Stone Laying of National Highway Projects:

3.1 Inauguration & Foundation Stone Laying of 9 National Highway Projects in
Maharashtra: Union Minister for Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari,




inaugurated and laid foundation stone for 9 National Highway Projects worth Rs. 3670 crore in
Maharashtra comprising 5NH Projects of length 212 KM worth Rs.1575 crores at Nanded, 3 NH
projects of length 75 km worth Rs. 1058 crores at Parbhani and 1NH project worth Rs.1037.4
crore at Hingoli. These projects will improve connectivity of Marathwada region with
Telangana and Karnataka which will help in improving industrial and agricultural
development, promoting tourism and connecting religious places of the region.

3.2 Inauguration of 7 National Highway Projects in Uttar Pradesh:  Union Minister for
Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari, inaugurated 7 National Highway projects
worth Rs. 6500 crores in Ballia, Uttar Pradesh. With the construction of Ballia Link
Expressway, it will create better connectivity of Eastern Uttar Pradesh with Chhapra, Patna
and Buxar Districts in Bihar. The greenfield road from Chandauli to Mohania will provide
connectivity to Chandauli in Uttar Pradesh and Kaimur District of Bihar through the Delhi-
Kolkata GT Road. Construction of Saidpur to Mardah road will also give direct connectivity of
Mau to Varanasi via Saidpur by which backward areas of Azamgarh will get new connectivity
which will improve the economic and social ¢ondition of the region.

4, Facilitation of Divyangjan in the conversion of fully built vehicles into adapted
vehicles through temporary registration: MoRTH vide draft notification G.S.R. 90(E)
dated 9" February 2023 has proposed amendments in the Rule 53A and Rule 53B of the CMVR,
1989 which will extend the facility of Temporary Registration for conversion of fully built
vehicles into adapted vehicles for Divyangajan.

5. Real Driving Emission (RDE) Regulations: MoRTH vide draft GSR 112(E) dated 17*
February, 2023 has proposed that the CF (Conformity Factor), which defines the emission
limits of the Real Driving Emission (RDE) Regulations, may be applicable in respect of vehicles
manufactured on and after 1°* April, 2023 for all vehicles on real world driving cycle emission.

6. Meeting of Hon’ble Minister (RT&H) with Minister of Transport of Qatar:

Union Minister of Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari met the Qatar Delegation
led by Mr. Jassim bin Saif Al Sulaiti, Minister of Transport of Qatar on 07" February, 2023. In
the meeting, issue like capacity building and technology sharing in sustainable alternate clean
and green fuels, electric mobility and development of innovative transit technologies for
movement of passenger and cargo etc. were deliberated upon. The meeting paved the way
for strengthening India’s continued partnership and collaboration with Qatar for deriving
effective solutions to contemporary challenges in Transportation and Logistics.

7. UP Global Investors Summit 2023 held in Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh: Union Minister
for Road Transport and Highways Shri Nitin Gadkari addressed the Session on E-Mobility,
Vehicles Future Mobility during UP Global Investors Summit 2023 held in Lucknow form 10" -
12" February, 2023.

8. Multi-Modal Logistics Park (MMLP) at Indore: MMLP at Indore, to be developed on
an area of 255.17 acre at the estimated total project cost is Rs. 1110.58 crore, has been
awarded. It will be developed in three phase and target completion of Phase - | is 2 years i.e
by 2025 leading to commercial operations. MMLP will cater to 12.79 million Metric Tonne
(MMT) cargo in the horizon period of 45 years and will give huge boost to the industrial zones




in the catchment region such as Indore, Ujjain, Dewas, Dhar , Pithampur, Khandwa and
Barwani. It will create huge employment opportunities and bring in economic development in
the region.

9. Land Acquisition: A total of 197 Land Acquisition Notifications were issued and Land
Acquisition compensation of approximately Rs. 451.1196/- crores were processed trough
Bhomi Rashi-PFMS by Land Acquisition Division of this Ministry.

10. Standing Finance Committee (SFC) Meeting:  In the month of February, 2023, Fifty-
Nine (59) projects of length 1716 KMs and total capital cost of Rs. 55,322 crores were
appraised by SFC and recommended for approval.
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
