Ministry of Road Transport & Highways proposes to make amendments in the
Central Motor Vehicle Rules with regard to the installation of High Security
Registration Plates on motor vehicles. Accordingly, a draft GSR No. 356(E) has been
published on 10.4.2018. Along with the amendment in the rule, it is also proposed to
issue a Motor Vehicle (New High Security Registration Plate) Order 2018 replacing the
earlier Motor Vehicle (New High Security Registration Plate) Order 2001. The
proposed HSRP order 2018 is also hereby being published for the comments from the
general public and the stakeholders.

G.S.R. 356(E).—The following draft of certain rules further to amend the Central
Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989, which the Central Government proposes to make in exercise the
powers conferred by section 110 the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), is hereby
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published as required by sub-section (1) of section 212 of the said Act for information of all
persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said draft rules
will be taken into consideration after the expiry of thirty days from the date on which the
copies of this notification as published in the Gazette of India, are made available to the

public;

2. The objections or suggestions which may be received from any person with
respect to the said draft rules before the expiry of the period aforesaid will be

considered by the Central Government;

DRAFT RULES

1. (i) These rules may be called the Central Motor Vehicles {.....Amendment) Rules,
2018.

(i) They shall come into force w.e.f 1** day of January, 2019.

2. In the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 (herein after referred to as the principal
rules), in rule 50, in sub-rule (1),in clause (i), the words “five” shall be substituted

with “fifteen”.
3. Inrule 50, in sub-rule (1),the first proviso shall be substituted with -

“Provided that the security licence plate including the third registration mark,
wherever necessary, shall be supplied by the vehicle manufacturers along with all
the vehicles manufactured on or after 1** day of January, 2019 and their dealers will

place a mark of registration on such plates and affix them on the automabiles.

Provided further that the dealers of the vehicle manufacturers may also affix such

plates, supplied by the vehicle manufacturers, on old vehicles after placing the

registration mark.”

4. Inrule 124, in sub-rule (4) in the TABLE after SI.No. 21, the following be added -

The MOTOR VEHICLES (NEW HIGH SECURITY REGISTRATION PLATES) ORDER, 2018

5.0.___(E),- Whereas the Central Government is of the opinion that it is necessary and
expedient in the public interest to notify certain standards in respect of the revised
new system of high security registration plates for motor vehicles and the process used
by a manufacturer or supplier for manufacturing or supplying such plates with reference
to the amendments made in the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 by the Central
Motor Vehicles (1* Amendment) Rules, 2001, it, therefore, in exercise of the powers
conferred by the sub-section (3) of section 109 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of
1988), for The MOTOR VEHICLES (NEW HIGH SECURITY REGISTRATION PLATES) ORDER,
2001, the following shall be substituted, namely:—

1. This Order may be called as the Motor Vehicles (New High Security Registration
Plates) Order, 2018.

2. It shall come into force on the 1* day of January, 2019.

3. Application. —This Order shall apply to motor vehicles as defined in clause (28)
of section 2 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988).

4. A manufacturer of the motor vehicles or manufacturer of high security
registration plates or the supplier of the high security registration plates shall comply

with the following specifications, namely: —

(i) The manufacturer of the motor vehicles or manufacturer of high security
registration plates or the supplier of new High Security Registration
Plates shall obtain a Type approval certificate from the Central Road
Research Institute, New Delhi or any one of the testing agencies
authorised by the Central Government under rule 126 of the Central

Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989. The vehicle manufacturers can manufacture

the High Security Registration Plates and obtain the Type approval as
above, or procure the Type approved High Security Registration Plates
from any manufacturer, possessing Type approval certificate, of such
plates.

The registration plate shall conform to the specifications spelt out in rule
50 of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989.

The High Security Registration Plate has to be guaranteed for the life of
15 years, as mentioned in Rule 50 of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules,
1989. In the event of damage or withering of the plate or the registration
mark due to natural usage before the expiry of the life specified in Rule
50, it shall be replaced by the motor vehicles dealer fixing such HSRP in
the first place against the guarantee, In the case of old vehicles, the
agency having supplied/ fixed such High Security Registration Plate, shall
be responsible for such replacement at its own cost subject to the terms

and conditions of engagement of such agency by the state concerned.

The replacement of any existing registration plate may be made by the
concerned transport authority or its authorised agency or the motor
vehicles dealer, as the case may be, only after ensuring that the old
plate has been surrendered and destroyed.

To protect against counterfeiting, a chromium-based hologram of the size
20 mm x 20 mm is to be applied by hot stamping on the top left-hand
corner of the plate in both front and rear plates. The hologram shall
contain CHAKRA in blue colour as given in the Annexure enclosed with
this Order.

The permanent identification number of minimum 10 digits is to be laser
branded into the reflective sheeting on the bottom left-hand side of the
registration plate with the numeral size being 2.5 mm.

Provided that the permanent consecutive identification number
shall be preceded by two alphabets representing the name of the vendor
or the manufacturer or the supplier, as the case may be, for whom the
type approval certificate is issued by the test agencies:
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Provided further that the test agencies specified in column (2) of
the Table below shall use the alphabets specified in column (3) of the

said Table as under:

Provided also that the thickness of the digits shall be 5mm for the
front and rear registration plates and shall be 2.5 mm for the third
registration plate, which shall be in the form of a sticker.

(vii) The hot stamping film to be applied on the letters/numerals of the licence
number shall bear the inscription “INDIA”. The letters “INDIA” shall be in
blue colour with the font size of 10 (Ten) in Type Arial Bold script at 45
degrees’ inclination with sequential lines being the mirror image of the
other.

(vili) The third registration plate, in the form of a self-destructive type chromium
based hologram sticker shall be of the size of 100 mm x 50 mm, is to be
affixed on the inner side of left hand corner of windshield of the vehicle.
The details on the sticker shall be (a) name of registering authority, (b)
registration number of the vehicle, (c) laser branded permanent
identification number, (d) engine number, and (e) chassis number of the
vehicle. On the bottom of the right corner of the sticker, the chromium
based hologram shall be applied but of a smaller size of 10 mm x10 mm. The
registration number of the vehicle shall be in the centre with a letter size of
10 mm in height in the said sticker. The laser branded permanent

identification number, followed by the engine number and the chassis

number, shall come in the bottom left side of the sticker with numeral size
being 2.5 mm in each case. A depiction of the sticker is given in the sketch
as specified in the Annexure annexed to this Order. The sticker should
essentially be a diffraction foil film with high reflective index and shall have
the chromium based hologram embedded.

A proper record of the manufacture and issue of registration plates shall be
maintained by the motor vehicles manufacturer or the registration plate
manufacturer, as the case may be. The agency responsible for its affixture
on motor vehicles, shall also maintain the record of such plates and shall
electronically link the permanent identification number to the registration
database after their affixture on the motor vehicles. The motor vehicles
manufacturer or the registration plate manufacturer, as the case may be,

shall be responsible for compliance of this Order by the concerned agency.

The incomplete plates or the security features cannot be sold separately by

their manufacturers.

The type approval certificate issued for manufacturer of high security
registration plates shall be liable for suspension or cancellation by the
concerned testing agency for failure to comply with the stipulated

provisions.

The registration plate fitted in the rear of the vehicle shall be fastened with
non-removable/non-reusable snap lock system. For the sake of better
security, at least two such snap locks shall be fitted.

(xiii) The replacement for an existing registration plate may also be made by the

agency responsible for affixing the new plate, only after ensuring that the
old plate has been surrendered and destroyed. Appropriate entries shall be

made electronically, in the vehicle’s registration data base on such
replacement.
