Draft Rules

1 Short Title and commencement. -(1) These rules may be called the Central Motor Vehicles
(...... Amendment) Rules, 2021.

(2) They shall come into force with effect from 1.10.2021

2 In Central Motor Vehicle Rules, 1989 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules), after sub-rule (3) of
rule 63, the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely Rule “63 (A):

The rules for recognition, regulation and control of Automated Testing Station, required under section 56
(2) of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, are specified in Appendix XV”.

3 Inthe said rules, after Appendix XIV, the following shall be inserted, namely: -
“APPENDIX XV
RECOGNITION, REGULATION AND CONTROL OF AUTOMATED TESTING STATIONS

1 Short title and commencement — These rules may be called the RULES FOR RECOGNITION,
REGULATION AND CONTROL OF AUTOMATED TESTING STATIONS.

2 Applicability- These rules deal with the recognition, regulation and control of Automated Testing
Stations, the procedure for automated testing and grant of Certificate of Fitness to be followed by such
Automated Testing Stations

3 Definitions — In this Scheme, unless the context otherwise requires, -

@ “Act” means Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988).

@ “Automated Testing Station” means any automated testing facility, authorised by the State
Government, where fitness testing may be conducted in accordance with these rules.
® “Certificate of Fitness” means the certificate issued by a prescribed authority, as specified in Section

56(1) of Motor Vehicle Act 1988, or authorised testing station, in Form 38, to the effect that the vehicle
complies, for the time being, with all the requirements of the Motor Vehicle Act and the Rules made
thereunder.

@ “registering authority” for the purpose of said rules means an officer nominated by the State
Government from Transport Department for the purpose of registering such Automated Testing Stations /
facilities.

® “Appellate Authority” for the purpose of rule 12, means any officer not below the rank of Transport
Commissioner nominated by the State Government for the purpose of review of appeal against test result of
an Automated Testing Station.

©® “Registration Certificate” means the authorisation certificate granted by the Registering Authority to
the Automated Testing Station in Form 59.
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@ “Owner” means a person, including any individual, company, association or body of individuals or
special purpose vehicle or State Government, who is a registered owner of an Automated Testing Station;

® “Operator” means a person, including any individual, company, association or body of individuals
or special purpose vehicle or State Government, who is responsible for the management of affairs and
operations of the Automated Testing Station, such as hiring of staff, conducting the tests on the vehicles,
ensuring the integrity of the whole operations and facilitating the conduct of audit in accordance with these
rules.

©) “End of Life — Vehicle (ELV)” means all vehicles which are no longer validly registered; or their
registration have been cancelled under chapter IV of the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988; or declared unfit after
undergoing test/ re-test as prescribed in the said rules; or due to an order of a court or are self-declared by
the legitimate registered owner as a waste vehicle due to any circumstances that may arise from fire,
damage, mechanical breakdown, natural disaster, riots or accidents etc.

4 Authorisation Procedure for Automated Testing Station — (1) No Operator of an Automated
Testing Station shall issue or renew a Certificate of Fitness to a vehicle without a Registration Certificate in
Form 59 granted by the registering authority.

@ An application for grant or renewal of a Registration Certificate under sub-rule (1) shall be made in
Form 60 to the registering authority having jurisdiction in the area in which the station is situated and shall
be accompanied by—

(@) Appropriate fee as specified in rule 17;
(b) A security deposit as specified in rule 17

()] A registering authority shall, when considering an application for the grant or renewal of a
Registration Certificate, shall ensure that the applicant satisfies all the requirements as specified in rules 5
to 8.

@ The registering authority may, on receipt of an application under sub-rule (2), and after satisfying
himself that the applicant has complied with the requirements of sub- rule (3), grant or renew the
Registration Certificate in Form 59 within sixty days from the date of receipt of the application.

Provided that no application for a Registration Certificate shall be refused by the registering authority
unless the applicant is given an opportunity of being heard and reasons for such refusal are given in writing
by the registering authority.

® All information regarding the objections/observations on the application for registration, approval or
refusal of registration certificate, along with the reasons for refusal, shall be uploaded on such portal, as
may be specified by the Central Government, within three working days of passing such order under sub-
rule (4).

5 Eligibility — (1) The Owner of an Automated Testing Station may be the State Government or any
individual, company, association or body of individuals or special purpose vehicle, through public- private
partnership or otherwise.

@ The Operator of an Automated Testing Station may be the State Government or any individual,
company, association or body of individuals or special purpose vehicle, through public- private partnership
or otherwise.

3 Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-rules (1) and (2), the Owner of an Automated Testing
Station may also be the Operator of such Automated Testing Station

“@ The Owner and Operator of an Automated Testing Station shall possess:
i.  Certificate of Incorporation
ii. Valid GST certificate
ii. \Valid PAN
) The Operator of an Automated Testing Station must have sufficient financial resources and

adequately qualified manpower as per rule 8 to ensure continued operations and maintenance of the
Automated Testing Station.
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6. Conflict of Interest — (1) There shall be no conflict of interest during the course of operations that
may arise or may be perceived due to financial or professional interest of the Operator of an Automated
Testing Station and their obligations under these rules.

Explanation - For the purposes of this rule, financial or professional interest means any personal, financial,
or other considerations that may have the potential to influence or compromise the professional behaviour
of the Operator of an Automated Testing Station.

(2) The Automated Testing Station shall act as test-only facility and shall not provide any services
related to repair of vehicles or sale or manufacturing of auto spares.

(3) Testing officials shall be required to maintain strict confidentiality of information regarding test
results related to vehicle make and type.

(4) Operator of an Automated Testing Station shall, at all times, function in a transparent and impartial
manner and must sign an undertaking with regard to provisions of sub- rules (1), (2) and (3) as specified in
Form 60.

7. Infrastructure requirement — (1) Any test lane to be used for the purposes of testing, inspection
and issuance of Certificate of Fitness shall have a minimum lane area for testing of 2-Wheeler/3-Wheeler as
500 sg. m; Light Motor Vehicle/ Medium/ Heavy Motor Vehicle as 1500 sq. m.

(2) Automated Testing Station shall have commensurate space for defining test lane, as per the following
table, and administrative block having space for booking/cash counters, waiting area, IT server and
workstation, washrooms etc.

(3)  Adequate space shall be available for fitment of utilities like transformers, Low Tension/High
Tension panels with safety protective devices, Gensets, Air Compressor, Uninterrupted Power Source
(UPS), water coolers, fire protection and firefighting system with adequate capacity. Test lane area shall be
provided with adequate ventilation system.

(4)  Automated Testing Station shall have adequate space for parking and free movement of vehicles
brought for testing.

(5) Necessary cyber security certifications shall be provided for the IT Systems for safe access to the
VAHAN database as applicable.

(6)  Testing equipment and IT infrastructure shall be as per Annexure-XIII.

8 Manpower requirement — (1) The minimum requirement of manpower on the basis of number of
lanes per shift shall be as under:

(2) The Automated Testing Station shall ensure compliance with all relevant labour laws in India as
applicable from time to time.

9 Validity and renewal of Authorisation — (1) A registration certificate or its subsequent renewal
shall be valid for a period of five (5) years from the date of issuance or renewal, as the case maybe.

(2) The registration certificate shall not be transferable.

(3) In the event that the registration certificate is lost or destroyed, the holder of registration certificate
shall intimate the facts to the registering authority which granted or renewed the registration certificate.

(4)  Anapplication for issuance of duplicate registration certificate shall be made in Form 61, along with
submission of appropriate fee, as specified in rule 17.

(5)  The registering authority may issue a duplicate registration certificate, clearly marked "Duplicate".

(6)  The duplicate registration certificate shall be immediately surrendered to the registering authority if
the original is traced at a future date.

10.  Testing Process and Procedure for issuance of Certificate for Fitness— (1) The appointment for
fitness test shall be booked through an online portal specified by the Ministry of Road Transport and
Highways (MoRTH) within six months from the date of notification of these rules.

(2) The following documents/ information shall be uploaded at the time of booking a slot-
i. Registration Certificate (RC)
ii. Valid Insurance Certificate
iii. Valid Permit (As applicable)
iv. Mobile number and Email ID of the registered owner/ authorised signatory

(3)  The other details related to the vehicle, not limited to the following, shall be fetched automatically
from the VAHAN database —

i.  Chassis Number
ii.  Fuel
itli. Vehicle Class

iv.  Vehicle Category
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v. Make/Model

vi.  Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW)

vii. Month & Year of Manufacture

viii. Speed Governor Serial Number (As applicable)

(4)  The list of tests to be conducted, along with the reference standards, shall be as per Annexure-XII
(as applicable from time to time).

(5) The data generation, processing and storage shall be done in a manner so as toensure:

i.  The database is stored in SQL data management software platform to enable easy exchange and
analysis of data with other platforms.

ii.  All automatic and manual data, along with the results of the tests performed on the vehicle, shall
be automatically transmitted to a central server installed in the Automated Testing Station.

iii.  The inspection, pass- fail criteria of a test are automatic and not editable by anyone.

iv.  Any screen in the test lane shall not display any test results in terms of pass or fail. All test
results shall be masked on the test lane with encrypted test data. The test report shall be
generated automatically and electronically immediately after completion of all tests.

v. The data of the tests conducted and reports shall be kept in a secured facility and uploaded on
VAHAN database.

vi. Photo of Vehicle and its Chassis and Engine number shall be captured by GPS enabled camera
and shall be kept in a secured facility and uploaded on VAHAN database along with the data of
the tests conducted and report.

(6)  The test report so generated shall be sent to the registered owner/ authorised signatory through
electronic mode. The test report shall include the following:

i.  Station Name and registration number

ii.  Date and time of the test

iii. Vehicle details — Registration number, Type, Make and Model
iv.  Visual test results

v. Measured and permissible values of tests conducted

vi. Last date of equipment calibration of Automated Testing Station in respect of each equipment on
which tests are conducted

(7)  The results shall also be integrated with VAHAN Database.

1. Re-testing Procedure — (1) The vehicle that fails the required test, as specified in Annexure XII,
will be given an opportunity to apply for re-test, as specified in sub-rule

(2) of rule 11, after getting the defects (as specified in previous inspection) rectified from a suitable
workshop.

(2) The registered owner/ authorised signatory of the vehicle may opt for a re-test after depositing fee, as
specified in Rule 81 of CMVR 1989.

(3) The vehicle that fails such re-test shall be declared as End of Life Vehicle (ELV).

(4) Notwithstanding anything contained in rule 11 (3), in the event of a decree of the Appellate Authority
to conduct another test, the same shall be conducted.

12 Appeal against test results — (1) Any person aggrieved by the test result shall, within two days of
the date of receipt of such result, submit an appeal to the Appellate Authority in Form-62, through a portal
specified by MoRTH.

(2)  Such appeal shall be accompanied by the fee as specified in rule 17 and copy of the test result.

(3) The Appellate Authority may order a partial or complete re-inspection of the vehicle, within five
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working days of receipt of such appeal.

(4) Consequent to the vehicle passing such re-inspection, the Appellate Authority shall order issuance of
a Certificate of Fitness to such vehicle.

(5) The decision of Appellate Authority shall be final and binding.

13 Audit — (1) The performance and functioning of an Automated Testing Stations shall be monitored
through periodic audits, at such intervals as specified in sub-rule (3).

(2) The registering authority shall appoint National Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration
Laboratories (NABL)- accredited agencies for conducting such audits.

(3) The audit of an Automated Testing Station shall be conducted every six months. The cost of such
audit shall be borne by the Operator of such station.

(4) The audit of Automated Testing Stations would cover the following aspects:
i.  Testequipment completeness
ii.  Equipment calibration at the required frequency
iii. Inspection procedures as prescribed in these rules
iv. Calibration process of machinery
v.  Manpower as per prescribed qualification
vi. Sample check of at least 3 vehicles from each lane
vii. Data integrity
viii. Functioning of all the CCTVs installed in the Station

(5)  The registering authority, under exceptional circumstances, which are adequately recorded, may
also conduct surprise audits of Automated Testing Stations. Cost of such audit shall be borne by the
Operator of such station.

(6)  The officials of the Automated Testing Station shall be responsible for enabling and cooperating
with the inspection at any point of time during office hours.

(7)  The audit report, as specified in Form-63, along with the photographic evidence, shall be uploaded
on the VAHAN database.

(8) In the event of the audit agency pointing out any discrepancy during the audit, the same shall be
rectified within 7 days from the date of issuance of the audit report. The rectification report shall be
submitted to the audit agency for approval. The Audit agency, if it so desires, may undertake re-audit for
validation and approval.

14 Power of registering authority to suspend or cancel the registration certificate or forfeit
security deposit — (1) After giving the holder of a registration certificate an opportunity of being heard, if
the registering authority is satisfied that he has:

i.  Failed to comply with the requirements laid down in rules 5 to 8.

ii.  Failed to observe correct standards of testing before granting or renewing certificates of fitness,
as noticed at the time of audit, or the frequency of accidents involving transport vehicles covered
by certificates of fitness granted or renewed by the Automated Testing Station attributable to any
mechanical defect of the vehicle

iii. Involved in any mala fide practice, it may —

a)  Suspend the registration certificate for a specified period; and/ or

b)  Cancel the registration certificate; and/ or

c)  Order forfeiture of the security deposit furnished by the Automated Testing Station

(2) Where the security deposit is forfeited under sub-rule (1), the holder of the certificate, within thirty days
of the receipt of the order of forfeiture, would remit to the registering authority the amount ordered to be
forfeited so that the requirement of sub-rule (2) of rule 4 in relation to deposit of security is complied with.
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15 Appeal — Any person aggrieved by an order of the registering authority under sub-rule (5) of rule 4
or sub-rule (1) of rule 14, may, within thirty days of the receipt of the order, appeal to appellate authority.

16.  Procedure for appeal — (1) An appeal under rule 15 shall be submitted in the form of a
memorandum, setting forth the grounds of objections to the order of the registering authority.

(2) The appeal shall be submitted along with the requisite fee as specified in rule 17.

(3) The appellate authority, after giving an opportunity to the parties to be heard and after such enquiry
as it may deem necessary, pass reasoned orders within a period of forty-five days from the date of receipt of
such an appeal.

17.  Fees - The fees which shall be charged under the provisions of this Chapter shall be as specified in
the Table below:
